ON THE TRAIL OF BLURRED MEANING OF THE LATE BYZANTINE PORTALS

Summary

The aim of this article is to introduce the theoret-
ical framework necessary for the interpretation and
proper understanding of the Late Byzantine portals
and their semiotics. The article deals mainly with the
examples of the western constructions: from Hagia
Sophia in Constantinople, to the church of Christ
the Chora as sort of the portal-paradigm, joined with
several churches conserved at Nessebar and Mystras.
The scheme of semiotic square used in the article il-
lustrates the possibilities of passages and interpreta-
tive passing from one to another spatial unit of the
church.

Placement of the portal in the Late Byzantine
church is explicitly dialogical and configured as se-
mantic, communicative sign: believers are praying
and gleaming portals and become part of the dia-

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logue. On the one hand, the beholders are faced with
the optical principles of perceiving geometric and
other depictions while on the other hand, perception
leads toward the interpretation and cognition of the
images within their mental memory. Visual narration
between Hagia Sophia portal of the south gallery and
Chora church serve as the best example of selective
replication within Late Byzantine churches which is
accompanied by complex semantics of the facade
with executed ornaments which intend to direct the
viewer’s ocular mechanism in multiple directions.

The possibilities of interpreting the function of
the facade and the program of the portal are therefore
tasks whose essence becomes understood only by ex-
egetical reading of the derived ornament.
