His
road has led him through the fields and mountains
of Macedonia to the museums of Stip, Bitola and
Skopje, and finally to his scientific and educational
work at the University of Ss. Cyril and Methodius
where he worked until his official retirement. Since
his retirement he has continued to carry out important
scientific work, producing a multitude of books and
articles on finds from the ancient and medieval towns
of Macedonia. Kind-hearted and vivacious, Professor
Mikul¢i¢ remains highly active, writing the history of
Macedonian archaeology while sharing in the life of
the people around him, making mosaics and tending
to the garden and orchard of his house in Volkovo.

I first met Professor Mikul¢i¢ as a newly enrolled
student at the Faculty of Philosophy in Skopje
where, as Head of the Department of Art History and
Archaeology, he delivered the welcoming speech to
the new students. The students were silent, with all
eyes on the modest but great man who spoke wittily
and eloquently in a manner that could be understood
by everyone. It was a true privilege to hear him speak.

Professor Mikul¢i¢ brought the past alive in his
lectures and his love of Macedonia’s archaeological
heritage can still be heard in his voice today.
Passionate by nature, his discretion and gentility
would not allow his excitement to disturb his serenity
for long and he never allowed himself to cross the
bounds of reasonableness even in the most intense
of disputes.

Mikul¢i¢ was again Head of the Department
of Art History and Archaeology when 1 first
became employed at the faculty. Through our daily
cooperation I came to know another side of the
rigorous professor. What soon became clear was his
care for the institution in which he worked and for
his colleagues and students, for whom he was always
available. My initial respect grew into a profound
reverence for his honesty and uprightness and utter
dedication to his work.

This dedication and dynamic discipline enabled
him to cultivate a love of science in others and to
nurture the further development of archaeological
discourse amongst generations of archaeologists and
admirers of the cultural heritage of the Mediterranean
area. [van Mikul¢i¢ truly deserves to be considered as
one of the founders of the Macedonian archaeology.

His numerous landscape surveys, intensive
excavations and research projects have resulted
in discoveries that have enriched the Macedonian
cultural heritage and have contributed to the
presentation of Macedonian scientific achievements
to the wider world. The fastest pace and the shortest

The old ways are long gone, but the naturalness
and animation of his conversations and expressions
will not fade from memory. He remains a great man
that still radiates energy. His wholesome appearance
emanates the joy he feels when he is among
contemporary students; students who know him only
through his publications and the stories told by older
colleagues who were fortunate enough to attend
classes by Professor Mikulci¢.

There are no words sufficient to express my
respect and gratitude for this kind-hearted man who
has paved the path for future archaeological research.
Among all the intrigues of times past and brilliant
persons that surround him, after all the tempests and
disappointments, he still lives decently, keeps his
head high and breaks bread with his friends. Time
simply magnifies the glow of a great man’s heart.
One cannot be indifferent towards great persons:
one can love or hate them, but either way one must
admire them.
